Letter from Township Clerk David Phillips regarding the solicitation of developers’ perspectives in updating the Growth Management Plan

Mr. Robert Jones has indicated he would be glad to address the Planning Commission.”  
Guenther said it was a good idea to reach out to developers.  Baker suggested inviting someone from Hyundai, Arbor Hills and the Village Green project to meet with the Planning Commission.  Kuehn will follow-up with Phillips.

OLD BUSINESS
A. STPC#09-05 Washtenaw Community College Athletic Fields Final Site Plan
Chet Hill from The Johnson Hill Land Ethics Studio and representing the applicant described the project.  He reminded the Planning Commission that the site is divided between Superior and Ann Arbor Townships.  He said the lighting is confined to the parking lots, paths and the basketball court.  He said the path width has been increased from 6 feet to 8 feet to meet Superior Township’s requirements.  

Pennington presented his report dated June 16, 2009.  He said the applicant was very cooperative during the review process.  He said Ann Arbor Township has approved the part of the project within their township including the management of the woodlot.  He said he had not seen all of the required permits but that the plan was ready for final site plan review by the Planning Commission.
Schroeder presented his reported dated June 18, 2009.  He said there were five items that needed to be addressed but they were either minor or will be addressed during engineering review. 

Copley said he was pleased with the proposed management and mitigation of the woodlots but that he could not find a tree survey with the plans.  He said a tree survey is required with the final site plan.  Hill said a survey had been prepared because that was how they knew which trees to mitigate.  He said he submitted it with an earlier set of plans.  He said he would submit another copy.

A motion was made by Copley and supported by Gardner that the Superior Township Planning Commission approves STPC#09-05 Washtenaw Community College Athletic Fields Final Site Plan as depicted on the plans dated 6-3-09, finding that the plan meets the requirements of Article 10 (Site Plan Review) except as provided below; contingent upon the applicant producing a tree survey as required in Section 14.05(F)(3)(c) of the Superior Township Zoning Ordinance, meeting the requirements of Section 10.07 (Natural Features and Opens Space Areas) and meeting the items identified in the Township Engineer’s report dated 6-18-09.
